POSITION SUMMARY: 
A position is available to join one other Plastic Surgeon and provide general Plastic Surgical care for the North 
Simcoe/Muskoka region. There is a high volume of common hand trauma and peripheral nerve surgery. Skin 
cancer management is an integral part of this practice. In addition, general soft tissue reconstruction and 
surgical aspects of wound care are required. Opportunities are available for medical student and resident 
teaching. The Plastic Surgeon must maintain a community office for consultations and follow-up of patients. 
 
ON-CALL: On-call responsibilities include Orillia Soldiers’ Memorial Hospital (OSMH) and surrounding hospitals. 
Local coverage shared with one other surgeon. Regional coverage in development, no more than 1:5. 
 
RESOURCES: Resources will be available at Orillia Soldiers’ Memorial Hospital (OSMH) and Muskoka Algonquin 
Health Centre (MAHC- Huntsville-Bracebridge) for hand clinic, procedures clinic and operating room. Resources 
are allocated periodically based on community need, wait times and hospital priorities. 
 
COMPENSATION: Fee for service and HOCC for on-call. 
 
QUALIFICATIONS: Applicant must be a licensed physician in the Province of Ontario and a Fellow of the Royal 
College of Physicians and Surgeons in Plastic Surgery.
